-For adults who struggle with 

opiate addiction, we have a new 

Suboxone clinic; an alternative to 

methadone maintenance. 
 

-For elders who might benefit 

from a supportive, compassionate 

presence, we have a clinician on-

site at the East Providence Senior 

Center. 
 

-For the community pediatricians 

who see children privately, we are 

beginning to outreach them to 

offer psychiatric consultation.

The theme fo-

cused on People and Partnerships. 

Many of our past years highlights 

were noted, including many of 

our challenges such as: 

  

-An increase in children with be-

havioral disorders.  

-An increase in the uninsured. 

-More people living in poverty 

and homelessness. 

-More people dealing with both 

medical and psychiatric disorders.  

-An increase in life stressors re-

sulting in the rise of co-occurring 

emotional and substance abuse 

disorders. 

-An increase in older Americans 

experiencing loneliness and de-

spair. 
 

In response to these challenges we 

highlighted opportunities we de-

veloped. Those highlights were: 

-Partnership with the Bristol/

Warren and East Providence 

school systems to develop inclu-

sion programs which provide be-

havior management and counsel-

ing within the mainstream class-

room for the children who have 

difficulty in school due to behav-

ioral problems.  
 

-For the uninsured, we partnered 

with our local municipalities; East 

Providence, Bristol, Warren and 

Barrington who provide generous 

allocations to our organization to 

subsidize services to the uninsured. 

Also the Joseph W. Martin Trust 

Fund has been a generous sup-

porter over the past nine years for 

uninsured Warren residents.  
 

-For people with both medical and 

psychiatric disorders who go to 

East Bay Community Action Pro-

gram to receive their healthcare, we 

provide counseling and vocational 

services on-site in their health clinic 

as well as psychiatric consultation

She advocated with 

community providers to ban together in providing services and in 

1978, Bristol and Warren joined with Barrington to form Bristol 

County Mental Health Center.  Her son, John Adams, accepts the 

award on her behalf.
